Power

The Dyna Comp® Deluxe Compressor is powered by
one 9-volt battery (remove bottom plate to install), the
Dunlop ECB003 9-volt adapter, or the DC Brick™ and
Iso-Brick™ power supplies.

Operation

1 Run a cable from your guitar to the M228’s INPUT jack
and run another cable from the M228’s OUTPUT jack to
your amplifier.

Set controls to their 12 o’clock positions.
Turn the effect on by depressing the footswitch.

Push ATTACK switch to toggle between default slow
attack time and fast attack time, indicated by red LED.

5 Rotate OUTPUT knob clockwise to increase effect volume
or counterclockwise to decrease it.

6 Rotate SENSITIVITY knob clockwise to increase sustain
time or counterclockwise to decrease it.
